With reference to above referred letter at Sr. No. 5, MPRDC has cancelled and
declared as void 08 Nos. Experience Certificates for which by reference no. 1&2 M/s L.N.

Malviya, has submitted representation for revival of the Certificates. M/s L.N. Malviya
Infra Project Pvt. Ltd. has filed Writ Petition no. 3326/2017 in Hon'ble High Court, New
Delhi.

As per Judgement of Hon’ble Single bench of High Court Delhi on dated 08.08.2017, the
extract of Judgement as follows:

i) The mentioned at para 26 at page number 13 as under, “The controversy as to whether
Malviya was guilty of any fraudulent practice or had with malafide intentions misrepresented
any facts has to be considered objectively in the context of all relevant facts. It is not disputed
that the JV Agreement was entered into between Malviya and MCC on 09.01.2012. The said
JV Agreement was entered into for the specific purpose of submitting a common proposal
pursuant to a request for expression of interest issued by the Managing Director, MPRDC.
Thus, admittedly, there was a pre-bid contract, whereby both Malviya and MCC had agreed to

execute the works of providing IE Services as a JV.

ii) That regarding JV between MCCPL and LNM it has been observed by the Hon’ble High
Court of Delhi Single Bench at Para No. 33 Pg.17 , “There is yet another important fact,
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
